a. (S) The descriptive elemenis are gencrally of higher reliability than
Judgements or labels as to what is being descrited (recreationsl swimming pocl
may be mistaken for water purificalion pools, an aircraft hull may be nistaken
for a submarine hull, etc.g. Therefore, seemingly appropriate descriphtive elcements
should not be rejected because of nielabeling.

b. (S) The data often contains gaps (in a 2-building complex, for example,
perhaps only two of the buildings may be described, and an airfield may be added
that isn’t there). Such gaps or additicns should not. be teken to mean that the

rest of the data is necessarily inaccurate.
