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SUMMARY ANALYSIS

REMOTE VIEWING (RV) SESSION

1. (8S) This report documents a Remote Viewing (RV) session
conducted in compliance with a request from SOD, J3, 0JCS,
Pentagon, Washington, D.C. The purpose of the se581on was
to provide information relevant to the hostage situation in
the U.S. Embassy compound in Teheran, Iran.

2. (S) The remote viewer's impressions of the target are
provided as raw intelligence data and as such have not been
subjected to any intermediate analysis, evaluation or collation.
Interpretation and use of the information provided is the
responsibility of the requestor.

3. (S) The protocol used for this session is detailed in the
document, Grill Flame Protocol, AMSAA Applied Remote Viewing
Protocol (S), undated.

4. (8) Following is a transcript of the viewer's impressions
during the remote viewing session. At TAB A are drawings made
by the remote viewer reference his impressions of the.target
site. At TAB B is target cueing information provided the
remote viewer.

He has seen
photos of some of the hostages on earlier occasions, He kneuw

he would be working against the hostage situation in Irane.

2. (S) At the time of the session, the viever vas told that he
would be trying to locate Maleolm Kalp. The viewer was shoun the
attached photonraph and was asked to locate and describe the
surroundings of the individual in the photo,

1. Sessions CC51 and CC52 were conducted at the same time
with different viewers in separate rooms using the same target cuing
information., (See alsc CC53 and CC54)

describe the location of Kalp.
