This  is  with  reference  to  our  recent  discussions 

concerning  the  examination  of^two  botanical  materials 
which  are  of  interest  to  you. 

We  would  be  willing  to  examine  these  materials  for 

you  in  order :   to”  determine"- chemical -..characteristics  and 

pharmacological  and  physiologihAi  iCOJ^®, of  the  active 

materials  contained  in  them.  Our  usual  practice  in  such 

cases  is  to  charge  for  such  studies  on^tha  basis  of  our 

own  accounting,  plus  -10#:.  If  .“such r.la procedure  is  accept- 
able to  you,  we  would  propose  entering  into  an  agreement 

which  would  limit  our yac counted  expenditures  to  $10,000 

for  a   period  of  one  year. 

When  work  has  progressed  to  the  point  where  a   charge 

of  $10,000  is  approachedy  we  would  consider  extending  the 

agreement  based  on  the  facts  available  at  the  time.  You 

may  proceed  to  draw  up  an  agreement  on  this  general  basis 

if  you  feel  that  such  a   procedure  is  acceptable  to  you. 

So  far  I   have  not  discussed  this  matter  with  any  of 

our  staff  members  pending  advice  from  you  concerning  the 

approach  which  would  be  permissible.

ble 

If  we  are  free  to  discuss  our  problems  in  the  terms  pro- 

posed  in  pur  last  meeting,  I   lean proceed  with  a   little 
more  certain  plan. 

I   have  also  drawn  from  our  file  the  list  which  I 

mentioned  to  you.  My  recollection  was  faulty,  since  the 

materials  were  not  identified  in  any  way.  Only  the  appli- 

cations were,  given,  and  for  identity  it  would  /be  necessary 

to  go  to  the  original  source  of  the  information .   The  list 

ing  was  offered  to  us  for  an  indication  of  our  in
terest  in 

the  applications  described .   .   ^ 

I   am  seeing  today  and  .will  ask  him  to 

complete  the  forms  for  e v e   11  tua'l  return  to-  you  through 
 this 

office.
