3y utilizing hypnotically induced states of anxiety and/or stress
as emotional stimuli, "true" responses will "be ‘reflected in the bio-
chemical and/or physiological changes .within the -human-organism. -Unless
the hypnotically induced stimuli is "genuine" or effective, there would
be no demonstrable response, either- biochemically or physiologically.

It is felt that by establishing "normal" waking patterns and com-
paring them with patterns of those "under hypnosis", a dependable and
reliable criteria for determining the state and "genuineness" of hypnosis
will be formulated.
