3ach team should nave an interrogator quol.if.icd to do skillful detailed
r id general interrogation, to conduct both drug and hypnotic interrogation.
In areas necessitating handling of a large number of subjects, those functions
could bo divided among two or more men us the occasion demands. Cosines these
specialists, a medical nan should be available for the administering of drugs,
as should a clerical worker to facilitate the handling of paper work.

:i til one or more Polygraphs, n'dlnal supplier, recording and monitoring equip-
ment, clerical equipment ••ud eupp?.ies.

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Tlio coordination and responsibility of to '.v.s in both the United ‘States
nnd overseas is a problem which would require decisions at a level higher then
this office. Such activities would necessitate the cooperation ox’ Inspection,
and Security, Office of Scientific Intelligence, Office of Special Operations
and perhaps other branches to a limited extent.
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
