
It vas decided to proceed experimentally without any interrogation,

th9 problem being to see if a hypnotic state could be induced without the

subject’s knowledge. For thi3 reason the subject was prepared for the

induction of sleeping b7 telling him that the procedure being followed

was a medical diagnostic treatment and would constitute a treatment also

for his nerves. He was placed in a bed and given intravenously a solution

of 2? per cent sodium pentothal. After approximately 7 cc were given h3

was ''considered sufficiently somnolent for the hypnotic procedure to begin.

No further pentothal was given. Ifypnosis was attempted through an

intrepreter. The attemot was considered successful. .

Phase 2

The procedure on this* case was identical except that after the hypnotic

stag9 was achieved, an interrogation was inducted. At the termination

of the interview the subject vas allowed to sleep it off after receiving

a strong suggestion regarding amnesia.

Phase 3

Interrogation on the subject indicated that there was complete amnesia

the whole time. It was the belief of both cysslf and the case officer that

the subject had' been telling the truth.

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Except for occasional headaches ho had no complaints referable t.o tie

nervous systen.

A complete physical examination was performed with no abnormalities

noted except that his blood pressure was 160 over 100. His pulse at rest.

was 120; after exercise 150 and two minutes later had returned, to 120.

COMMENTS;

The first day* s examination was .devoted to the more nsual medical

procedures with which we thought^ [might be familiar, the purpose being

to impress upon him the fact that we were physicians who were interested

in his welfare. He noticeably relaxed as the examination proceeded and

He felt sufficiently relaxed after the two-hour examination to spontaneously

comment that he thought the day before, when ha was taken from the place

of confinement, that ha was to be turned back to He remained.

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As previously noted this individual vs.3 initially apprehensive' but

cooperative. • His initial pattern or examination was to avoid a direct

answer to any question. He tended to be sonswhat circumstantial and

verbose. He displayed no ideas of reference or of influence. Ho psychotic

thought was elicited. His fund of information was in general very good.

Although he had been trained as an accountant we were taxable to test his

ability in tbi3 direction. His picture drawing revealed very lxttls of

interest. He drew the male figure first. Both figures were clothed and

in a right profile. .There were no arms on the woman, on one drawing although

he did put them on the second drawing.

The Rorschach examination was confirmatory of a tendency which ho

had shown throughout the elimination, namely to attempt on the basis of

a small detail to build np a total picture. This tendency was noted on

numerous occasions when he did attempt to fill in .the details of his story

by confabulation. There were numerous anatomical responses tut these were

probably based on his knowledge of : tools

HiPRHSSION:

It was cur impression that this individual was either an expert actor

or an individual who was trying to make a good impression by. foiling in

all the details of his history during the interrogation. l$r final con-

clusion was that he was 'probably basical ly telling the truth but falsifying

on details which he had forgotten. Ee was cooperative, became more friendly*

as the examination proceeded and did not at any time display any psychotic

manifestations.

This control

was tuned after a period of approximately 20 minutes but was not deer and

the subject awoke spontaneously after about 30 minutes. We were quite

certain that he vas not aware of the type of procedure employed.

3. At the termination of step 2 he was again attached to the electro-

encephalograph and told that the procedure vas completed.

lie thereupon promptly aroused and. was successfully regressed so that he

could bo engaged in conversation thinking that the interpreter was an old

friend of his from This regression was quite successful and the

interrogation proceeded as a conversation between the subject and his

friend. It was sufficiently genuine that h9 actually reached out to. kiss

this friend on a number of occasions. The interrogation lasted approximately

one hour end a half.

5. The subject was allowed to sleep off the effects of the drug and
*

thereafter was amnesic fqr tho total procedure except that he had had a

vivid dream concerning his friend. Ee vas puzzled as to how this friend

could have seemed so real and' yet not actually be there. This amnesia

persisted throughout our period of observation.

Ee va3 returned to the army cam and it was recommended

that he b9 allowed to mingle with the other prisoners and vcruld .eventually

be disposed by a resettlement in another country.
