a. Use of ' ARTICHOKE as an offensive weapon; that
through the use of hypnosis and post-hypnotic suggestions,
the subjects, whether voluntarily or involuntarily, would
preform acts as indicated and/or desired with complete am-
nesia of the procedures and techniques involved in obtaining
that goal.

b, Use of ARTICHOKE as a defensive weapon; ^hat
through- the use of hypnosis and post-hypnotic suggestions,
a suitable and effective security measure can be instituted
beyond the control of the individual to safeguard the dis-
closure of classified information. For example: having a

key word or thought containing information pertaining to a

particular sensitive project act as the stimulus, to induce
unconsciousness. Or, to have classified information erased
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from a courier's memory until it is recalled at the appro-
priate time of delivery by a prearranged verbal, auditory,
visual or physical stimulus acting as the key.
