It is administratively possible that the
sentences of these men can be reduced by direction of the Ad jutant
General’s office.' Therefore, if these men should be wanted for
work on a dhngerous research project, it might be possible to moti-

. vato thoir interost by promising that recommendations would be mode
to the Adjutant General’s office to have their sentences appropri-
ately reduced if they co-operated in the experimentation. Also
many offensos of military men wore committed in circumstances which
might tend to lessen the feeling of guilt on the part of the in-
