Cur immediate objective is to acq'uire such basic and authoritative

information necessary to brief our people on the rtanner in T.'hich

these techniques might be used against them and as to. r^hat deferiji^e

measures can be taken to cembat them. Ttiis knovrledge is imperative

to either individuals who may be exposed to such methods themselves

or to staffs who are responsible for the operations and security’’ of

persons in exposed positions.

2. Accordingly, it is desired that you initiate a project to

study the curi-ent information and intelligence concerning these

techniques snd the possible defense against them.

3. The entire problem has been discussed with the Assistant

Director, OSI who is in full accord, vrith the importance of such

counter-measures. Arrangements are being made for his further

cooperation in the project.
