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The drug uaod in thio cano was Sodium Pentothal, A 2\$« solution was given in-
travenously. Tho first 10 cc was given at tho rato of 2 cc a minute; beyond
that, 1 cc a minute. Tho stimulant was Henr.odrino, 10 mg ornlly. Tho total
amount of Sodium Fontothal wao 19 cc of tho solution which would represent not
quite 0.5 gm. of the drug.-

Tho intravenous Sodium Pentothal was started at 1100. At 1105, 10 co had been
administered. At 1107, the injection was again Gfcartod and this continued at

1111, 4 more co having been administered. At that ti-o, tho Subjoct do?.od off
but was oasily arousod. At 1117, the injection was again startod "nd this con-
tinued after tho administration of 1 moro cc. This procedure of giving 1 cc
intormittently was repeated at 1122, 1125, 1130 and 1134.

Excellent transference was obtained in thin case, lie wa3 rerrocsed to a time
’.vhen he attended a party givon by the police and ho reacted emotionally to that
environment, including becoming under, tho influenco of alahhol which wan served
there.

The original plan wa3 to give a» intravenous stimulant but tho noodlo had bccone
clogrod due to a blood clot therein end it v;as believed to bo inadvisable to have

to make another puncture, hence, tho stimulant was givon orally at 1222 (10 mg of

Benzedrine). At 1235, black coffee wn3 administered. The Subject was then in-

structed to rest for a half of an hour and then oat his mid-day rnoal.

Tho medication was effective as to tho desired results. It is believed that whon
this particular drug, Sodium Pentothal, is uoed, tho modthod employod in this

cnee is best, that is, aftor the initial stago of impaired consciousness bo pro-
riucod, it is advisable to give intermittently snail amounts of tho drug in order
to maintain the dosirod state. TJhen using Sodium Amytal, however, due to the

moro prolonged effect, it i3 not so necessary to intcr-opaco minute doses in this
way. She • advantage of Sodium Pentothal is that it is much ORsier to have tho man
back in his usual stato in a comnnrativoly short time hut wo are not sure that

tho annooia will bo as clef inito as in the use of tho longer noting drug. - In this

particular caso, nmnooin for the 5. I. wan produced. Also, Sodium Pentothal is

slightly moro dangoroua than -5pdiura Arwtal in tho more rapid production ol‘« respira-

tory failure.
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
