and Picrotoxin intravenously.

The total amount of Sodium Amytal administered we.-. 15 cc or 0.3 gm. The

amount of the Benzedrine solution totaled 5 cc or 20 mg was given and 1.5 cc of

Piero toxin.

The medication was begun at 1048. At 1106, after 11 cc had been administered,

the Subject complained of blurred vision. At 1112, following the administration

of 12 cc (total), his eyes seemed heavy. At 1121, after the total administration

of If, cc, he was found to be yawning. At 1123, he was asleep but otfuld. bo fairly

easily aroused.
