
LSD-25-61, has now been tested. Three separate experiments have
been done

.

In experiment" I, four white subjects received in randomized order
p-lacebo, 25 megm of LSD-25-61 ; 60 megm LSD-25-61; and 60 raegm
LSD from our old.stocks. As noted In the table, average effect
In these subjects appeared to be just as great with the new material
at the 60-fncgm level as It was at the old.

In the second experiment, 5' experienced negro subjects received
60 megm of LSD-25-61. In. table 2, the results obtained are compared
with those obta Ined In a previous run with 60 megm of our standard
material. It Is again obvious that the new material Is as active
as the o I d

.

In experiment 3, four of the subjects received In randomized order
60 megm LSD-25-61 and 60 megm old LSD. in this experiment only

grades were used. Again it is obvious

that t he new- LSD ts at least as active as the old.

In each experiment there was at least one individual who seemed
to obtain more effect from the new LSD than from the old, suggesting
that the new material Is perhaps somewhat more potent than the old.
The number of subjects In any of the three experiments Is far too
small for this point to be serried, and to test It adequate ly. woo Id
require preparing fresh solutions of old end new LSD at a range of
dose levels, using a group of at least 12 subjects. I do not believe
this would be worthwhile unless there Is some reason -to believe
LSD-25-61 differs chemically from the material we have been using.’

I hope It will not be too long before we can have a conference
about the direction of the program here. I should be able to under-
take a new series of exper Imen ts In Aygysf or September. .1 will
