2. Lysergic Acid (LSD) has, up until recently, been produced by
the SAIIDOZ Chemical organisation whose main headquarters are at rasol,

Switzerland . The synthetic ergot (LSD) was developed by a Dr. Hoffman,

who is the chief researcher for Sandoz . One of Dr. Hoffman's many out-

standing assistants, and apparently a protege of Dr. Hoffman's, is.

Dr. Rudolph Pdrchcr also a Swiss National.

3. For many years, it has been well-known that various doctors,'

psychiatrists, scientists in various countries in Europe have been

experimenting with ergot or Lysergic Acid. This has been, as far as

is known, almost always purchased from the Sandoz organisation which
sells chemicals to the world. This experimenta lion generally is of

a psychiatric nature but there have been. certain indications that some

countries, and possibly the Soviet Union, , heave considered the use of

Lysergic Acid for either chemical warfare’) psychological warfare, or

military purposes.

It. Since the unusual properties of ergot and more importantly
Lysergic Acid have been known to ARTICHOKE for some time, the develop-

ment of this chemical has been of intense interest.
