Alcohol Antagonists

1. Attention is directed to
3/eur memorandum entitled "Alcohol

Antagonists," dated 5 July 1952 and directed to Chief, Medical Staff.
Comprehensive _ review of current medical literature has not revealed a
single specific and reliable alcohol antagonist that fulfills your v-

requirements.

2 . Dexedrme sulfate, pervitin, and benzedrine are the most effective
available drugs for this purpose in the order given. Specifically these
drugs are not true alcohol antagonists but serve to mask the effects of
alcohol in the human subject. Any of the above drugs in doses of 20 mgm
taken an hour before and every four hours while ingesting alcoholic
beverages would partially counteract the discernible effects of ethvl
alcohol.

}. The only effective and applicable adsorbent is that found in
large quantities of .protein either in the form of animal protein or milk;
e.r., a heavy protein meal reduces the absorption of alcohol from the
digestive tract by *0 per cert. Mineral oil' or olive oil in two ounce
doses ’..’ill effectively delay the absorption of alcohol but will not
prevent it.

L. The 5-ccmrlex vitamins definitely accelerate the metabolism of
alcohol by the liver; however, the unavailability of oral preparations

'

of these drugs m th.e massive doses necessary and the unpredictable time
necessary for their action would minimize their value. The insulin- v
glucose mixture is of doubtful value and would be ill-advised because" the
insulin must be given by injection.

Tn summary, the most effective available method of combatting
;cts of alcohol would be the combination suggested below:

a. f—6 tablets of concentrated E—complex vitamins. on -t

that the alcohol ingestion is to take place.

b. 20 ragm dexedrine about one hour before beginning the
ingestion of alcoholic beverages and 20 rngm every four
hours while partaking of such beverages.

from the agents, operatives or defectors. In the event the quantity of

the compound or the bulk of the instruments is so great as to preclude

expeditious shipment, this headquarters will be notified by cable and

instructions for disposition will be provided. Precautions should be

taken in packing to protect materials from the harmful effects of mois-
ture, rough handling, etc.

Such notification will describe

the full circumstances under which the material came into the

possession. Instructions as to use and alleged efforts of the use or

administration of the materials will be provided’^jJP'rieadquarters in as

much detail as can be elicited from the source.
