For some time now, Bluebird has been interested- in experiments

on the outside with SI inducted over the telephone.

The

discussion also involved the essential work of attempting to obtain

discussion, the following tests were run off:

Both girls complied precisely and based upon

their own ob 3ervatior^eports, their manner and appearance was very

nearly "normal". nd the writer listening on the tele-

phone during the inductions and were able to detect only a very

slight loss of volume in the voice of the subject during the pro-

ceedings} otherwise, there was no apparent change in the conver-

sation. This test was regarded as successful.

The second test involved a more complex method as follows:

Each girl was placed in a deep SI state in the Operations Room.

While under this control, they were told that after they wore

and from there they would receive a telephone call VromarH’nrhUi^al
who would be a .friend of theirs (fictitious names, of course, were
used at this point), ihis individual would carry on a normal con-
versation with the girl and introduce a code work during the con-
versation. At this point, the subject would then pass from an "awake"
state to a state of deep SI without Changing expression and appearing
at all times perfectly "normal". Thereafter, the girls were instructed
to return to the Operations Room and upon seating themselves on the
soCaj to immediately go into a complete sleep state. Again, in each
case, each girl acted as an observer for the other girl.* This test
was completely successful. The girls were called on the telephone
by the fictitious person and carried on a conversation. During the
conversation, the code word was mentioned and, in each cas.e, the
girl receiving the telephone call, passed from an "awake" state to
a complete deep trance state, maintaining their eyes open and ap-
pearing "normal" tt\roughout the conversation, Each girl reported
that the transition was completely perfect and would certainly de-
ceive anyone unless that person was specifically observing the
sit^^^j^or minute changes as the trance state was induced. Poth

writer again detected a minute change in the
volume of the voice of the subject receiving the call, but no in-
terruption whatsoever to the general conversation was noticed.

The girls were watched as they moved f ro,n^BBBBp''room to the
Operations Room and, for a matter of record, their walking, facial
expression, etc. was perfectly normal. Each girl, in turn, upon
completion of the test and returning the the Operations Room, im-
mediately passed into a deep state of sleep. The test has consider-
able operational value 3ince anyone-using the code word or code
could take control of a thoroughly ST conditioned suhject. Fur-
thermore, to the casual observer or individuals about the subject
being so induced, it would be impossible to note that a transition
had taken place.

In connection with the above, and to lay groundwork for the
evening^m^jjjjg|^g^nent^jJ^|^^ipecessary to ascertain whether
or\ no *’ under completes! control,
could memorise a safe combination, go to a safe, open same, and
return to Operations Rooniunde^SI control . This test was then
tried with each subject. who has had considerable
experience in opening our three-way safes, opened the safe with-
out aaV-Drohlem^ and completed the experiment without difficulty.

"however, only being instructed a few days pre-
viously and only having opened a safe two or three times before,
was unable to open' the safe. Her movements indicated, however,
that, if trained to open the safe, she could have easily opened
it without difficulty.

Subsequently, when awakenec" denied every having touched a Kodak 35* So it idus t be remem-
bered that manual dexterity can be successfully taught so that
reasonably complex movements are as simple under SI as they are in
tMe awake state.

In the opinion of writer, this test ha^

a very positive operational value. It could, of course be carried

on at long range with rendezvous between the participants arranged,

many miles from where the subject's activity would take place. It

is most important to note that each girl preformed in the opposite

role in a perfect manner hesitation. Furthermore, it is

worthy to note that bothMHMv»nd the writer were observing

the tests from concealed positions and felt that the appearance

of the particpating subjects was completely normal and their

activities were routine, easy, and rapid.

The results of these experiments f set out above, indicate the

necessity for continuing this type of work, both within the labora-

tory and ffhtside over long range . These projects will be taken up

in the near future in a wider manner and will bra repeated using

other subjects.
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
