Since ii^p|^^^|JE$feb3ence^P§^P|§|P|^had continued the
SI and H experiments7~£ftere was no necessity for basic "relaxing"
techniques and ail subjects responded with great rapidity (5-20
seconds) to induction to trance. All subjects were given many
simple control, amnesia, and ddpth tests which indicated subjects
were jready for more advanced experimentation.

The advanced experiments were then started using each subject
in rotation while others observed—all subjects having been briefed
in advance. These tests were designed to determine whether or not
average individuals under H control could move, talk, and think in
a completely "normal" manner if so instructed.

However, it
should be noted that the ability to act normally apparently varies
in each subject—one having a slowness of movement, one a tempo-
