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This activity is primarily concerned with tho problems of how
a man can be made to think, '’fool" and b-ohavc according to tho
wishes of other- non, and, conversely, hew a man can avoid being
influenced in this manner* Tho many laioun processes by witch
tills may lx* effected can bo divided arbitrarily into two eategor-
lc 3 t (A) the cultural, and social processes (e.g*, customs,
education, military training, pai’cntal tjfair^inp in childhood)
which oporate on men in groups as well ns singly, mid (B) tho
’’special procedures" (e.g., psychotherapy, "salesmanship," depri-
vations, coercion, torture and hypnosis) uiiich are directed at
individuals* Both types of process are pertinent to intelli-
gence operations, but the "social and cultural" processes ave
more relevant to indoctrination and motivation, while tho
"special procedures" are more relevant to subversion, seduction
and Intorrocation*

The primary mental processes wliich take place in response to
all of these methods of changing human behavior are. probably
the same.V'We plan to assemble, collate and review til tho per-
tinent information relevant to tills subject. This will roquiro
a broad consideration of many fields of human activity on a long

Where possible vro will design and develop new procodureo to meet
our requirements.

We will therefore require access to the pertinent file infor-
mation on both successful and unsuccessful intelligence agents
so that wo may analyse the factors which have been responsible for
thoir success or failure. We also require accoss to information,
whether in .igency files, operational librnrics and published
d' ounenta- relating to tho total concept of intelligence, treason,

or counter-inteUiGcnco. Wo will uso this material for cm*
