In addition to these two experiments, they are now writing up a third
which involved subjects tracking Professor Bisaha as he travelled
through Eastern Europe and the Soviet Union, also successful,

With regard to the general development of the field, we are, of
course, elated over such replications, - On the other hand, it indicates
the potential ease with which such talents can be developed and utilized
by others, and for this reason signals some concern on my part about
the catch-as-catch-can aspect of U.3. programs in this area, For this
reason, I am also enclosing a "white paper' (Enclosure 2) on what we
at SRI consider a reasonable kind of effort to pursue, not specifically
as a proposal but more as a think pilece,.
