SUBJECT SRI Trip Report: 17-18 June 197k

E;(;1| 1. Backavound and Swumary. visited SRI on 17 and

18 June 197k, principally for the purposes of': examining the criteria used in the
selection of paranormal subjects and controls; determining precisely what arrange-

ments had been made for examining the subjects in the 'basic research' context;

establishing procedures for the reporting of all relevant data to us; and discussi:z
such other 'basic' and 'applied' research issues as scemed appropriate., We met for
about eight hours with Mssrs Jones, Puthoff and Targ oh 17 June and for one hour
with the latter two on 18 June. Despite what appeared to be conceptual problems

on the part of Puthoff and Targ, relating largely to the kinds of rigorous research
disciplines which we were espousing as essential for the project, the discussions
were business-like and well-focused and seemed to be useful for all concerned.

2. Selection and Categorization of Subjects. After five months of effort SRI

has selected only five of the nine subjects: the three super-stars, one of the thrsa
mid-stars and one of. the three coﬂtrols. We stressed that significant and useful
. the basis of

research could commence only after they'd made definitive selections on/specific

and consistent criteria. One of the problems here seems to be the fact that Puchoi?

and Targ have been more intérested in the testing and enhancing of psychic bowers

than in the esteblishment of rigorous research procedures~-with the consequence thsz,
- ' as they've perceived 6stensible improvements in the psychic powers of their 'contrslst,
the&’ve tended to slide them up into the psychic categories. Given their basic belierl
that everyone has psychic abllities, this could be a never-ending process., We siresssd
that ve'd like to see all nine subjects designated by the end of July and they underiock
to do so. We‘then spent several hours defining the three categories and specifying

the pre-selection tests and criteria used in screening the subjects.

4. Scracning Tests and Criteria. All subjects will have been tested on

five 'paranommal' tasks. Those tasks, together with the related protocols ani

criteria, were defined as follows.

(1) The Rardom Iurbers Machine (testing 'elairvoyance' ): The basic

screening test will consist of 1000 trials (25 trials per run, 8 runs per dov

for S duyn) and, though many subjocts have rone well tayond 1000 trials alrenicr,

(2) ooB or Remote Viewing (testineg for telepathy and/or clairvoyance):

The basic screening test will coﬁsist of & trials {lasting about one-nalf hour
each), one per aay; criteria for psychic performance level will soon be estab-
lished but, in any case, it was agreed thal results would have to be at least
at the .0l level, It was also agreed that a bool of 20 new sites would be used
for each subject; we also discussed the desirability of replacing used sites in
subsequent trials for each given subject and, while no definite agreement was
reached, it may be that SRT will do so. We spent considerable time discussing
the judging procedures, the salient points being: the same five Judges (all
chosen by Mr Cox and representing a 'hostile' to 'friendly' spread with respect
to paranormal research) will be used on a bermanent basis; each judge works
independently, is given a list of the sites which were randomly selected for
the subject ang copies of his transeripts; he visits each site and selects the
best matching transcript; at the present time a plurality vote (i.e., 2 or nore)

of the judges, accurately matching b @r j)of the 6 sites, is considered signif-

icant--but, as noted, precise criteria will be specified by SRT in the near
fubure.

(3) EEG-Remote Stimulus (8trobe Light)(testing for telepathy via psicho-

yslologic indicators): The basic screening test will consist of 8 runs, 20

trials per run. -A 'sending' subject is exposed to randomly selected stirulus
{(a 16 herz light for 10 seconds) or non-stimulus, with one minute inter-trial

" intervals; the 'test' subject 1s in a shielded room and, upon hearing a 'blip!
signal on the intercom, has to call stimulus or non-stimulus; both subjects are
being EEG-monitored and (aside from his calls) they are watching for alpha
reduction in the test subject during the stimulus periods, Heretofore SRI
had been averaging only the "8" and "Ng" alpha production for comparison
purposes but they will now also average the inter-trial alpha for use as £he
subject's base-line. Criteria for psychic level performance ig now set at
the .0l level and will be confirmed by SRI,

(4) cards in Fnvelores (testing for clairvoyance): One run of 10 trials,

with the stimulus cards (simple line drawvings of ordinary objects) sclected
randomly and double-blind from a pool of 20; the subjeet draws his responses
and may, if he wishes, supplement the drawing by wribten commenlary; his

responnes are scored independently by two Judges.  The eriteria for psyrchic

level performance will be set by SRI bub iz now tentalively at the .01 leved

(Leotin: Ter 1) i basic
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screening tost will consist of a one—houy ru, with alitornating five-minute
‘work' and 'rest' cyclcs; during the six ‘work! periods the subject is instructed,
on a randomly-selected basis, to increase or decrease the anplitude <EEE the
frequency) of the pendulum's state. Considerable time was spent discussing
the protocol in terms of how one could most accurately measure states and effects--
with the consensus being that it would be best to compare the last 6 cycles of
the 'work' period with the last 6 cycles of tﬁe preceding 'rest' period. The
tentative criteria for psychic level performance, to be confirmed by SRI, is
two standard deviations on 4 out of the 6 'work!' periods. SRI was quite impressed
by the gradiometer's sensitivity and found it a sufficiently useful adjunct to
the pendulum experiment to investigate the possibility of acquiring one of
their own; barring that, they might try to use SRI's nagnetometer. They had
severallanecdotes about two of their subjects' prowess with this device (one of
them allegedly having sent the scale soaring off the paper by telephone) but, not
wanting to be exposed to the subjects, we declined invitations to observe
experiments,

R (Note: With respect to all of the above testing, SRI was informed that--as far
as our nine ultimate subjects were concerned--we wanted to see all the raw tes:

scores and not merely probability statements on the results.)

b. Definition of subject Cabegories. A1l nine subjects will be submitted
to all five of the above téstse Their placement as super-stars, mid-stars or
controls will be determined on the following ﬁasis,

(1) Super Stars: Those who "consciously” perform at high 'p' values (e.g.,
1076) on- at lcast one of the five tasks.

(2) Mid Stars: Those who are only at chance on the "conscious" level bub
are at high 'p' value on the "wnconseious" physiological dimension--i.e., on the
EEG (and/or GSR, plethysmograph) test described in a(3), above.

(3) Controls: Those who did not exceed chance within the prescribed
nunber of trials on any of the tasks.

(Note: We stressed, and SRI agreed, that once a subject is placed in a given
category he is to remain in that cutego;y for the duration of the project--no

matter what apparent incrcase or decline of povers they might observe.)

3. Status of Avranrements for Ixamining Subjects. We discussed the critical need

to finalize all the arrangements and Legin processing at least their 'controls’ throush
the entire batlery of tests within the next wonth., SET appeared to concur fully and,

as o malter of fact, mont of the arrangencnts do now seem to be well in hand; it ig

now a question o how assidnauwaly Lhey follov-up Ly conpletineg Lhe identificaticn of
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their subjects and by setting up and Gosorvine sound procadures for thair

It would appear that the will i there (they arc, poerhaps, even too optimistic atous

the significance of the evidence that micht acerue from the physical and DPsycnological
examinations) but the organization and discipline might still be lacking.  In any cesa,
the status is as follows.

a, Psychological and Behavioral Examinotions. Under the white tab (attached)

is a chart SRT had prepared on the psychological testing to be performed--shoving for
each subject the status with respect to all tests. Color-coded to reflect the entity
responsible for administering each test, the lower cirecle in each box (when Tilled in)
signifies that the arrangements have been made--while the upper circle (when £illed in)
signifies that the test hag already been administered to that subject. On 17 June D»
Puthoff visited the Palo Alto Medical Clinic and came back with the report that, in

the psych-behavioral field, they will also be able to administer the following: Luschar
Color Test, Rorschach, MMPI, Omnibus (ve confirmed that we wanted both MMPI and the
Omnibus), Witking Field Dependency, In-Bepth Interviews--and that 21l the psych testing
done at PAMC will be administered by one individual and scored blind by anothar. Further
SRT will administer: Suggestibility Tests, Flicker-Fusion and, possibly, a Signal

Detection Test. We asked them to prepare a new Psych-Behavioral matrix sheet--showing

all of the tests definitively agreed upon--and to use that format in reportin

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with each monthly report. We also confirmed for them (which they seemed not to have
realized) that[:::::::]would not be doing the WATS in thé future--but that we would bte
content with the WAIS administered by PAMC., All in all, although there are a few-ite:s
on our original list which have not been satisfied, this battery of tests and intervisus
should be adequate for our purposes--particularly since, after studying all of %he
evidence on all subjects, there's no reason why we couldn't call for a limited nuzber

of specific and more discriminating tests on all of them. Also (see the blue tab) SRT has
adopted Mood Adjective & Semantic Differential Checklists for use on each testing cay,

b. Medical-Physical-Sensory Examinaticns. The PAl wi1ll handle vircually

all of these examinations, including: in-depth medical history interviews; a thorcugh
o EEG and

medical examination (of the periodic check-Lp type); a complete/CNS work-up; full bleai
and urine analysis; chromosome count and analysis; protein break-down analysis; eye and
ear exaninations, testing to cach subject's extrene capability; plotting of entire
visual response field, with different colors; and they will farm-out Lthe CNV response
testing to Stanford (SRL undertook to determine for us the details on Stanford's
procedurcs and cdnditions). Further, PAMZ is able to perform an B, M, T, brain-scan, a
low X-ray dosage examination of 6 plains of the brain, at an additional cost ol &2¢0
prer subject; we urged and they aprced that the pM be dona only if PANC's EEG clearly

indicated that it would be varranted, The costimated cost for all of PAMC's work cn

cach subjoect (mtdioal, Sunsory, poycholos

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that, in the context of our project, we were responsible only for the examinatiocng,
themsclves, and that any medical conditions which might be uncovered could be pursuzd
by the subject only at his own cxpense. Perhaps the best news was what Dr Puthofs
reported of the PAMC interest in this work. They appear to be eager to do a thorouzh
job, are rather excited about the prospeets of working in this field, have a feel for
the kinds of evidence which might be important to us and are determined to handle it
all on a clean, scientific basis--i.e., insofar as practicable the interpretations
will be done blind and each department (wder the chalrmanship and coordination of
Dr Armbruster) will not only provide the raw data but will also prepare a definitive
report on each subject--calling special attention to any significant variations from
the normal popdlation, as well as watching for any variations or correlations within
our group of subjects. The only thing of apparent consequence that PAMC can't handle
is visual testing in IR and UV and, frankly, I do not recall whether we made any othar
provision for that. SRi was asked to prepare a medical matrix similar to the attached
psychological one and use it in reporting future progress to us.

¢, Mid-Paranormal-Experiment Testing. After obtaining normal baseline

data on each subject, SRI will perform mid-paranormal-experimenting testing on each

of them during the course of the post-selection protocols (see para 4, below, for
discussion of those tasks); this testing will consist of: EEG readings (both right and
left hemisphere, focusing on Alpha, Beta and Theta waves); GSR; and Plethysmograph,

As indicated above, there is also a possibility that SRI will obtain its own gradio-
neter or magnetomeber--in which case, presumably, it will also be used to monitor

the subjects during performance of their psychic tasks. Again, we asked SRI to prepare

a matrix for use in reporting the status of such testing with each subject.

L. Post-Selection Parancrmal Testing. Without wanting to encroach upon 0TS

‘applied' research domain, there was nevertheless some discussion of the kinds of tasks
which the nine subjects'will be expected to do after selection (and during which they
would be examined as stated in para 3.c., above). Recognizing that OIS might redefins
these tasks or specify entirely different ones, it was generally agréed that they would
likely fall into four broad arcas.

a. Remote Viewing of Secnes/Tvents. Similar to the OB experiments being

run for screening purposcs, to the extent that sccurity considerations permit the later
tests would hopefully be more operationally oriented--i.e., focus on specific hard-toarget
sites. " For subjects who are not cleared, the tasks might take the form, for inslance,

of 'leocaling' subjecls who arc trying to c¢vade delection--and we discussed several

possible scenarios which mipht injeet the proper moud/motivation/urgﬁncy for such

e aen.,

¢. Clairvoyance-TSP. Here the focus might be on safes/locks/actache cases-

with, for instance, the subject required to perceive the contents or determine the
unlocking combination,

d. Remote Asscossments. In which the subject would be required to ascertain

the emotional and/or physical state, feelings or attitudes, of a subject remcteiy-- -

either with or without stimulus objects (photographs, ete).

5. Revorting, It was pointed out that, though we are approaching the end of the
fifth month of effort, we've seen only two 'monthly' reports. SRI stated that the
third was in preparation. We told them that we'd like to see in the next rsport (i.e.,
the fourth one, by the end of July) at least the following the data:

&, Status on the screening of (hopefully) all nine subjects and the
pre-selection test data on each;
b, definitive statements on the pre-selection protocols and ths
psychic level criteria employed;
; ¢, definitive statements on the criteria énmloycd for placing subjects
- in the supcr-star, nid-star and control categories;
d. matrices on the status of (1) psychological-behavioral, (2) medical-
sensory and (3) mid-cxperiment testing; and
. ' e. somewhat more precise statements on the nature of the psychic tasks

to be usad in the post-selection fcsting phase.

6. Other Matters. Puthoff and Targ will be going to New York for a conference
abput nid-August and it was agreed that they would stop for meetings with us on the
way. Their 'intcrnal' Blue Ribbon panel has not recally becn used on our prcject; as
they cxplained it, the puncl is invoked only in the event of major policy decisicns er

when there is some significant problem or erisis. They are, howaver, in tha precess of
identifyine ﬂﬁd reeruiting an 'external' panel of cross-discipline experts and thay
would ba used to pass on ruscarch desipgn and procedures used in our project. L was

acrced, once and for all, Lhab URT would EEE be included in our project--althouzn, if
! . they do test him on their own (e.g., with 015 S/W cards), thuy'll provide us with the
