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PHILIPPINES
M ORE THAN 7,000 ISLANDS and islets rise
from a partly submerged motuhiain
chain to form the Philippines. Largely trop-
ical wilderness, 00 percent of the islands are
uninhabited, 60 percent unnamed. Two-
thirds of the population lives on the two
“largest islands, Luzon and Mindanao.
Predominantly of Malay origin, Filipinos
trace their origins as far back as 3000 8.C,,
to the first immigrants from Indonesia and
Malaya. Hillsides terraced with rice fields
bear witness to ancient engineering skills.
In the 14th century Arab missionaries
brought Islam to the
Sulus and other
southern islands.
‘The Christian influ-
ence dates from 1521,
when Magellanland-
od on Cebu, opening the way for Spanish
colonization in 1565, Spain’s rule lasted 333
years, ending with the Spanish-American
War. The United States guided the Philip-
pines during the next 48 years, leaving a
heritage of language and liberty. The nation
became fully independent on July 4, 1946.
