Project Manager, informed MAJ Rawley of the CL participation in
the 10 January 1985 briefing. Since the briefing is in support
of the transfer of CL to DIA, authorization to participate in
the briefing is contained in the 10 September 1984 letter from
ACS I to CG, INSCOM, that permits direct coordination with DIA to
affect the transfer (IncI 1 ).
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
