1. (S/NOFORN/WNINTEL) PURPOSE. This Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)places the US Army Intelligence and Security Command (INSCOM)psychoenergetic intelligence collection capability (CENTER LANE) underthe operatKinai control (OPCON) of the Defense Intelligence Agency

0N action will attach all INSCOM CENTER LANE ProjectULLP; personnel, documents, equipment, and office space to DIA to formthe nucleus of a prototype operational group that will conductpsychoenergetic intelligence activities for the U.S. IntelligenceCommunity. This course of action is an interim measure untilCongressional approval is obtained for GDIP billets for DIA for the ICLP.

(U) DISCUSSION :

a. (S/CL-3/N0F0RN) On 11 December 1984, CG INSCCM approved a proposal that would
allow transfer of operational control of ICLP to DIA as an alternative to the original
plan for total transfer of ICLP to DIA. This proposal alters the original concept of
immediate transfer of ICLP, and therefore it was necessary to revise the original
Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) . At Blue TAB B is the new version, with wording changes
reflecting the change in concept. At Blue TAB C is the old version, included for
purposes of comparison.

b. (C/NOFORN) The new PDA has been informally coordinated with GDIP and DIA
representatives who are cognizant of action.

c. (S/CL-2/N0F0RN) The proposed MOA will transfer OPCON of all personnel
currently assigned to ICLP to DIA, and makes provision for further negotiations and
action to facilitate the total transfer of ICLP to DIA. Attachment orders were
originally considered as a vehicle for transferring operational control of personnel
to DIA. However, it was determined that such an action would detract from OPSEC.

Therefore, details that normally would be dealt with in attachment orders have been
included in paragraph 5 of the MDA.

d. (S/CL-2/N0F0RN) Recommend that after review and approval by CG, INSCCM, the
MOA be forwarded unsigned to the ACSI, DA for his approval. At Blue TAB D is a
transmittal letter for the MOA. Upon return of the MOA from the ACSI, it will be
forwarded to DIA for their formal review and approval. Anticipated effective date for
attachment of ICLP to DIA is 15 February 1985.

e. (S/NOFORN) Concurrent with the effective date of the 0PC0N action, CG, INSCCM
will be required to notify the ACSI that the ICLP special access program (SAP) has
been deactivated. This notification will include a request for OACSI to take
necessary action to disestablish the SAP. At Blue TAB E is a letter for CG signature
to satisfy this requirement. Recommend that CG approve and sign the letter, and
authorize the ICLP manger to deliver it to OACSI on the effective date of the OPCON.

(U) WHAT THIS ACTION WILL ACCOMPLISH :

a. (S/CL-2/N0F0RN) Satisfy requirement to terminate INSCCM involvement in
psychoenerget ics

SUBJECT: Transfer of CENTi 2/N0F0RN)

1. ( S/CL- 3/N0F0RN) Continual discussions with DIA management

now indicate that the transfer of I CLP activities to DIA is not

likely to take place by 31 December 1984. DIA has agreed to

accept total responsibility for the psychoenergetic applications
and research program. However, current Congressional
prohibitions against the use of NFIP resources in such a program
and the critical absence of non -NFIP resources at DIA have not

allowed DIA resource managers to identify personnel spaces in

which to transfer the nine personnel currently assigned to

I CLP. These managers, therefore, have taken the position that a

detailing action is necessary if the transfer of ICLP functions

is to take place. A detailing action would permit DIA to manage

and operate the program without using PIP resources since ICLP

personnel are in non-NFIP spaces. Use of non-NFIP resources is

an interim measure that will be resolved when Congress approves

the DIA FY 86-90 GDIP initiative for a .CENTER LANE follow-on.

DIA has already submitted the initiative, but Congress will not

review and rule on it until at least summer 1985. When Congress
approves the initiative, the GDIP supported psychoenergetic
program can be implemented during the first quarter FY 86.

2. (S/CL -3/ N0F0RN) For the^above reasons on 3 December 1984,

Dr. Jack Vorona, Assistant Deputy Director for Scientific and

Technical Intelligence, DIA, directed the preparation of a

decision paper for the Director, DIA that would support a DIA
