Phase 1 (Discrete Search Technique)
In the Discrete Search Technigue, the tavget area of interest (e.g.,
voom, globe) is divided up into a series of "zones" or g
sguares, ' one of which is assumed to contain the target of interest.
A statistical procedure (e.g., arvor-correcting coding, sequential
gsampling) die then used to statistically average a sevies of
"guesses' o determine din which of the "zones" or "gyid squares
the target of interest is contained. It has been shown in previous
wink that such a procedure can in principle yvield high~veliability
vesults with opevators of relatively modest expertise, and a pilot
s@viss of trials involving the location of an individual and the
location of ammunition was successful. Several forms of the Discrete
Seavch Technigue, including the use of veal-time computer and
progyammable caloulator statistical averaging procedures, will
be smployed to determine the efticacy of the discrete approach
applied to problems of interest to the client.

At in the Discrete Search Technigue, a number of so-called "dowsing"
approaches have been identified in the paychoenavgetics literature
as having sowme validity in determining the location of targets of
interest. In the "dowsing” approach, the area of interest containing
the target is "examined" by psychoenergetic means on a continuum
basis to determine the loucation of the specific tarpet. In the

A number of these approaches will be evaluated under Tabovatory-

Phase 3 (Test)
Following an SRI evaluation of the various technigues that show
promise in Phases 1 and 2, a subset will be chosen for demonsbration
of feasibility to the client, with targets under control of the
client.
