3. (S/N0F0RN)

c. The continuation briefing quickly became unstructured.

(1) NSA - MG Stubblebine had visited with LTG Faurer, Director, NSA
just before arriving for our brief. So he told us about NSA ! s position.

(2) Medical R&D - MG Stubblebine had seen the memo I wrote
covering my discussion with MG Rapmund, so that discussion was eliminated.

soor* as 1 stated that IMDS0 bad. no spaces or money of

their own to offer, MG Stubblebine decided IMDS0 was of no benefit. I
restated MAJ Cook's willingness to assist in any way he could.
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(4) Internal - I began by reviewing the results of Mr Geisler's
search for spaces and those tentatively identified* I emphasized that
continuing staff action was still required. I then began discussion of
the initial security review which suggested potential organizations to "

"carry" these spaces. Before I could finish, MG Stubblebine selected SSD,
902D as the organization to which the project would go. As I tried to
continue with other options, MG Stubblebine then indicated I must not have
heard him for he had already made his decision.

Review all our material and
come to some decision if we needed more info (to the extent of a possible
trip to Italy)
