(S/NOFORN) GAINS:

1. These are too numerous to list, and for the most part are obvious. It

is recognized, however, that all Psychoenergetic applications are hardly

known.

2. The capability to perform accurately even one of the. phenomena like

Remote Viewing, is beyond the normal concept of worth.

(S/NOFORN) RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. That the Army develop a rational, comprehensive program to examine military

applications of Psychoenergetics, and that OACSI have DA Staff proponency.

2. That PARCOM should take the lead in developing the program for Army, and

that IKSCOM work closely with DAKCOM in that effort.

3. That Army, Insofar as possible, work within a DOD framework, to insure,

that scarce resources are carefully tended and that no unnecessary duplication

of work occurs.

All records should clearly reflect that Army is not sponsoring any sort

of "mind control" experiments , but is dealing only in those areas of legitimate
