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SUMMARY ANALYSIS
REMOTE VIEWING (RV) SESSION CEC-90

1. (5) This report documents a Remote Viewing (RV) session conducted

in complisnce with a request from SOD, J3, 0JCS, Pentagon, Washington,

D.C. The purpase of the session was to provide information relevant to
the hostage situation in the U.S. Embassy compound in Teheran, Iran.

2. (S) The remcte viewer's impressions of the target are provided as
ray intelligence data and as such have not been subjected to any
intermediate analysis, evaluation or collation. Interpretation and use
of the information provided is the responsibility of the requestor.

3, (S) The protocol used for this session is detialed in the document,
Grill Flame Protocol, AMSAA Applied Remote Viewing Protocel (&), undated.

4. (S) Following is a transecript of the viewer's impressions during

the remote viewing session. At TAB A are drawings made by the remote viewver
reference his impressions of the target site. At TAB B is target cuing
information provided the remote viewer.

5, (8) The remote viewer was asked to locate an individual identified

as Mr. Daugherty who is being held hostage in Iran. The viever described
a two-story "L" shaped building in what he felt vas a rather exclusive
suburban area. The viewer felt that there were other hostage personnel
kept at this site, but that at the time of the session they were temporari
elusewhere, location unknown.
