of hostage personnel. He knew he would be working against the hostage

situation in Iran.

2. (S) At the time of the session the remote viewer was shown the attached

photograph and was asked to find Robert 'Blucher,. He was asked to identify

Blucker's location, identify any other US hostages, and describe physical

security at this location.
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
