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SUMMARY ANALYSIS
REMOTE VIEWING (RV) SESSION CD-82

1. (S/NOFORN) This report documents a remote viewing session conducted

- in compliance with a request from SOD, 33, 0JCS, Pentagon, Washington,

DC. The purpose of the session was to provide information relevant to the
hostage situation in Iran.

2. (S/NOFORN) The remote viewer's impressions of the target are provided
as rav intelligence data, and, as such, have not been subjected to any
intermediate analysis, evaluation or collation. Interpretation and use

of the information provided is the responsibility of the requestor.

3, (S/NOFORN) The protocol used for this session is detailed in the
document Grill Flame Protocol, AMSAA Applied Remote Viewing Protocol
(S), undated.

4, (S/NOFORN) Following is a transcript of the viewer's impressions
during the remote viewing session. At TAB A are drawings made by the
remote viewer reference his impressions of the target site. At TAB B
is target cuing information provided the remote viewer.

5. (S/NOFORN) The remote viewer was asked to find John Graves and

- describe his surroundings. The viewer described Graves as being on the
porch of a building which reminded him of a hospital. He alsc described
the area as being more rural than city like. He was unable to locate any
other hostages. He described no security measures, other than a fence
around the area.

I had the feeling
that I was looking at water as a yellow haze, and it was almos
like a mirage, and I toyed with it for a long time, trying to
figure out whether I was looking at a pier or a runway, runniing
out intb haze. I saw a pair of glasses lying nearby, I thought
they might have been his. And I sav a vheelchair, and I had
the feeling he was in it. At one point I had the feeling that
he was tied to the wheelchair or was maybe hdndeuffed in the
vheelchair, I couldn't make it out. I didn't want to, I didn't
know if it was overlay or what it was, it was bothering me.

I really didn't see anything that would identify the building.
I could see the right side of the building, it was some kind of
masonry, it looked like the walls were about 18 inches to 2 fest

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#8.5:  thick. One corner I sav had bits of stone sticking out of it,
it was perhaps a rather old, old structure, and I thought it
was some kind of hospital of something. There was a few build-
ings down here in the nearground, but this thing way out there
looked ¢4big, and went way, way out, into the desert, or
way out into water, I'm not sure what. That's about it.

asked to identify Graves' location, identify any other. US hostage personnel,
and to describe physical security at this location.
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
