5, (5/NOFORN) The remote viewer was nsked to locate Charles Jones and
describe his surroundings. He described Jones as being located in e bullding
near or in a market place, This area is near the center nf o large cily.

The viewer opined that this city was Teheran, 1ran. The viewer fellt that
there were three other hm’fdgv personnel with Jones. After the sessi
was shown photographs of hostage personnel and identified Duane Gillette,

Steve Kirtley snd Don Hohman as poss :ibly being with Jones. The viewer
perceived five quard personnel at this site.
