Carter Deficit Would Be Higher
By Hill Budget Office Projection

Former President Carter's pro-
posed fiscal 1982 budget would actu-
ally result in a $33.2 billion deficit,
{nstead of the §27.5 billion deficit his
administration projected, the Con-
gressional Budget Office said today.

The CBO said Carter had underes-
timated, by obout $5 billion, the
amount needed to pay for the de-
fense programs he proposed.

“Fewer aircraft, ships and tanks
would be procured at significantly
higher costs per unit in 1982 than

reviously planned,” the CBO said.
g’he agency said inflation would add
$2 blifion 10 lgendlng for weapons,
s3 billion 1o the bill for fuel to be
used by tke military and $1-billion
for other deferise supplies.
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The report sald tlie increases in
personal and excise taxes would re-
duce economic activity, cutting GNP
by 0.7 percent and ralsing unemploy-
ment 0.% percent compared 1o CBQ's
*base-case assumptions.”

Carter's proposed 10-cents-a-
gallon gasoline tax would increase
the Consumer-Price Index by 0.6 or
0.7 perccnt in 1982 and up 10 1 per-
cent in future years, the CBO said.
Al the same time, the tax would force
conservation equal to about 100,000
barrels a day in fiscal year 1982, the
report said.
