As expected, the summary seemed to

clarify some issues and concepts reported during the verbal portion

of the session which, at the time, were confusing and ambiguous to

the Interviewer. From Source's summary it would seem that She

perceived an increasing state of readiness on the part of some land

based forces with apparent missile type weapons at their disposal.

This readiness and any contingency plans they may have had were put

to an abrupt end by some other external force who may have destroyed

these weapons and their site related structures by sabotage or even

by remote artillery or missile fire,

In any case Her description of the general terrain to include the

presence of a large body of water, swamps, mud, reeds, isolated

mi Titary emplacements and a hot, arid climate would indicate a

successful acquisition of the proper area. The validity of the data
