¥ to be any one specific item or activity of interest at this
which "attracted" the athention of Sowroce however, in post-
pemaion interviews She commented that She "falt" there was something
u{ interest within the structure and that given more time to
"mxplore” the facility She will locate this item and provide the
necassary data.  This is an unusual insight by a Souwrce and may ke
indication that the Interviewer s efforts to maintain structure may
have actually impeded the Sowce’'s efforts to "go to the item” of
interest.
