In this session the
tasking was modified to reflect that the Interviewer was to attempt
to ascertain the nature, purpose and intentions for possible use of
t l-ne mat er i a I be i n g p r oduce cl at the ab ove s i t e „ Add i t i on a 1 1 y , t he
Interviewer was directed to attempt to ascertain the effects, if any,
on this substance on persons, places or things,, The Interviewer was
still unwitting of the true nature of this site but he is cognizant
of data obtained from another Remote Viewer working on this same
site,, As in the previous session, the Interviewer utilized the same
encrypted coordinate of "1284/6712" which is a departure from
accepted protocols of two s i x digit coordinates. The Source was not
told in advance of this rather small departure from past procedures
as was the case in the previous sessions, and did not seem to respond
negatively to the shortened coordinate.

DURING THIS SESSION, I FIRST SAW THE WHEEL. WITH MEN WORKING

AND STANDING AROUND IT. THE WHEEL. WAS BIG AND IT WAS SPREAD OUT

AND EXPANDED OVER A LONG, LARGE OBJECT. IT LOOKED AS THOUGH THE

MEN WERE ADJUSTING AND FRAMING THE WHEEL. THE WHEEL HAS SPOKES

JUTTING OUTWARD.

THE OBJECT WAS BIG AND LONG AT THE TOP AND BOTTOM BUT IT WAS

WIDER IN THE MIDDLE. THE OBJECT WAS SHINY AND SMOOTH. THE

OBJECT IS CLEAN BUT NOT A NEW MODEL. THE OBJECT HAS BEEN USED
