“a very cordial message” to Charaa
from Iranian Foreign Minister Ali
Akbar Velayati, including an invita-
tion for him to visit Tehran to meet
with Rafsanjani and Iran’s spiritual -
leader, Ayatollah Ali Khamenei, :

The source said Hashemi arrived
here after a visit to Beirut, where
he met with senior Shiite Moslem
figures on the hostage issue,
