2. (S/STD/NF) 018 reported that the current (10 0945L Apr 90)
location of the vessel is 14N 28W. The route of the vessel has
been a fairly straight line from 45N 17W to the present location
and will continue this way to the location (1 N 38W) where the
drugs will be transferred to a small ship. This will occur late
night-early dawn the morni ng 13 Apr 90. The small ship will come
parallel to | and an inflatable chute will be put
between the snips. xne drugs will be passed down the chute from

|down to the small ship. This smaller ship will leave
before daylight and travel north westward along the South
American Coast to a point right at the Venezuela and Guyana
border. The entire process of transfer through final delivery is
scheduled to happen between Good Friday and Easter Sunday (13-15
Apr 90) .

3. (S/STD/NF) 025 reported that the current (10 0830L Apr 90)
location of the vessel is 19N 75W (south of Cuba) . The vessel
will travel around the east side of Cuba and proceed to the
southern tip of Florida (25N 82W)

unloaded. there will be young men on board guarding the vessel
at the time of off loading. The drugs originated from Colombia.
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4 (S/STD/NF) 032 reported that the vessel is currently *10

vessel is sailing 20-25 knots on a heading of 47.5 magnetic.
