to specific plans and intentions. 052 was unable to identify and
describe pertinent indicators. The results of 052's two sessions

are at TAB E.

4, (S/NF/SK) OPS COMMENTS: Remote Viewer 052 appears to be on
target; however, 052’s projection of the occurrence in future
time, specifically 8 November 1990, is highly doubtful. Data
related to the current location of the fuel-air explosives has
more plausibility by virtue of the fact that it does not address

an issue in future time.
