The meeting site and it's immediate swrroundings are
Middle Fastern in appearance. There are stone buildings and
sparsely vegetated hillsides. The streets are narvow and
several building are elevated well above the others
wtilizing existing terrain.

One of the
men seated at the table is wearing a round hat with a
tassel (like a Turkish hat). The other men seated across
from him are wearing suwits. The obther men seated on his'
riaght are wearing loose fitting clothing and what appear to
e "Rofias'.

I cannot determine if there is any one person in
Char e e all of them appear to have a significant power
base. There are a total of eight to twelve people in the
meeting.
