Site may be a shallow-buried missile launch
facility.

Site appears to have one-story cinder block
structures with sloping walls that have earth-cover toblend in with terrain:

o Surrounding area has natural looking
indentations.

o There seem to be thin translucent panels to thewai Is.

o Long pointed cylinders (probably missiles) maybe inside the buildings.

o Possible missiles launched from within thebuilding ’’break through" the translucent panels.

Front ends of the cylinders seem to have acompressed mixture with a sticky, rubbery textureis probably a high energy explosive.
