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Alaska, Aleuts have decreased from an esti-
mated 20,000 to a mere 3,200. White man’s
diseases wiped out many. So did a Russian
disregard for native lives.

Under U. S. administration, a repressive
bureaucracy brought little progress until, in
1971, the federal government settled aborig-
inal claims for land and cormpensation and
gave Alaska’s Aleuts, Eskimos, and Indians
a means to control their lot. The settlement
established profit-making corporations for
each native village and region, with every
villager a shareholder. For St. Paul's Tan-
adgusix, the chief profit makers are hotels
and a restaurant,

Islanders won a reprieve for sealing when
Congress extended the fur seal treaty
through 1984. They were helped by the Sier-
ra Club and National Audubon Society,
which supported the treaty and looked upon
itas a hallmark of wildlife conservation and
management.
