b BTABE &: The many elements of Stage & training were
introduced to 02% one-at-a-time, along wcth selected target sites
which would give immediate practice in the technigque just
introduced. The class was held at the designated worbk time,
lasted approximately 10-15% minutes, and ended with a session
which would utilize the material just learned. After all the
tachnigques except two (see below) had been learned and practiced,
sites were selected which could use mixtures of these technigques.

1) FROBING FOR PERCEPTIONS: 025 learned through
repeated practice that all Stage & technigues utilize "arobing.
This principle was re-introduced with each technigue, ancg 025 was
not allowed at any time to work Stage & using any other method.
By the end of training, O28 was fully proficient in self-
correcting the normal tendency to "slide" over the time-line,
seale-linse, map, ato.

) SOALE-LINING:  Socale-lining presented someswhat
more difficulty for 025, due to a tendency he/she had to
associate the line with time progression. Scale-lines are purely
allegorical, in that the FVer is not allowed to know even the
slightest hint about what the line stands for until atter the
perceptions are recelved and recorded.  This tendency was wor kel
on, but training may need to be refreshed on this point from time
ta time. OMs scale-lines, once divorced from the concept of
time, provided astoundingly accurate information about the
individual sites.

&) DOW s ORT was introduced to Stage & dowsing
during the last session of training. Instruction stressed nol
only the technigques of Stage & dowsing, but also the ditfaerences
between it and "normal” dowsing. 025 immediately understood the
principles involved and produced a session with exbraordinarily
accurate resul s, In this session, 025 was introduced to and
given practice in both "allegorical ' Stage & dowsing (wharse Lhe
FYer uses a blank sheet of paper and doesn’t know what he/she is
looking for) and "actual" Stage 6 dowsing (where the RVer uses a
standard map and is told what to look for on it).

Cx ACL./ZA0L. STENALT 025 has made tremendous strides in
being able to recognize AOL. Only one session found 00
completely trapped in AQL drive, and wound up in failure, bt
this is not inconsistent with the performance of other viewers.
Constant attention was given throughout all sessions to stress
the importance of recogrixing and objectifying AOL.

o REFORTIMG:  O20 s only shortfal Ling during Stage &
training was the continued tendency to not stop viewing 1ong
enough to weite perceptions into the Stage & matrix. 025 reaches
a strong contact with the site, and must be constantly pEompted
o weite perceptions down. I do not feel that this will change
with anything besides lots of experience, and constant pressure
froam monitors. It will hinder solo work, howsver, until it is
learned as an avbomatic reflex.

€. 3 A mentioned above, O2E had only one session
where he/she was virtually overrun by A0L, and produced totally
unacceptable results.
