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1. (S/NF/SK) MISSION: Stage 1, Phase 1 training. Site was Lake
Michigan.

2. (S/NF/SK) VIEWER TASKING: Coordinates 0198/4766.

3. (S/NF/SK) COMMENTS: The second iteration of the coordinates
produced the proper ideogram, however 025 misszed the feeling. 025
then desired to "experiment” with ideograms. The trainer allowed this
only once, then provided the site feedback and pointed out to the
trainee that the second ideogram was correct. (025 did not feel that
particular one was spontaneocus).

025 is still receiving instruction regarding what descriptive terms to
use in describing the motion which is imparted by {(through) the
ideogram. Frustration is still high.

025 now accepts the video monitor being turned on during sessionsg; it
was used during this one by an observer.

4. (S/NF/SK) EVALUATION: [2] A correct ideogram was produced.
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MICHIGAN, LAKE, one of the Great Lakes,
lying wholly within the boundaries of the United
Srates.

Green Bay, an ann of the
lake partly scparated from the western shore by two
peninsidas is 118 miles long and 23 niles wide, Fx-
cept ac the northern end the shores of the lake are
low and sandy; there are few natural barbors of
refuge from the storms which sweep over its surfiuce;
the lonp porth-south axis of the lake apgravates
northern and southern winds.

The fishevies of Lake Michigan are of great im-
portance and supply an extensive market in (e
Middle West. Tron ore, coul, limestone, lumber, pulp
wood, and grain are the chief products shipped by
lake freighters. Parts alonyg the southern end of the
lake e wpen the year round bt those 1w the nontly
are closed by ice for abouat four months. Winper
uavigation consists af yegular car-ferry lines behwern
Wisconsin aned Michigan ports. Chicago is the larvest
lake port and others slong the western shure e
Milwuukee, Kenosha, Racine, Manitowoe, Sheboy-
ran, and M;misliquc. all protecterd hy Lreakwaters.
Part Washington, Waukegan, Indiana Harbor, ol
Gary are aroficial ports. On the eastern shore are
Ludington, Grand Haven, and Muskegon. The Drain-
age Canal at Chicago carries a large voluine of water
from Lake Michipan o the Mississippi drainage
basin. Lake Michipan was discovered and explored
