At the suggestion of cartel oper-

atives, he said, undercover agents

set up fake leather goods busi-

nesses, leasing warehouses in

Houston! Fort Lauderdale, Miami,

Chicago and New York. The cartel

members shipped a token amount of

merchandise but pretended to ex-

port much more. That generated

false paperwork they could then use

to justify their Colombian bank de-

posits of illegal drug profits, Clifford

said.

Clifford said it took a year to es-

tablish the phony corporation, an-

other year to win the trust of the

cartel and a third to actually run the

operation. Wery slowly, they came
to trust us,” he said.
