activities and research, with the overall architecture of the

progran such that the three areas are related to and enhance each

other;

(3) operational users should be identified in DoD and the

intelligence community, and the operations plan developed with

appropriate attention to user interest; the conferees desire that,

in particular, 2 tasking relationship be developed with the

Department of pefense Special operations command; and
(4) a report on the overall two year architecture be prepared
and provided to the Committees on Appropriations within 120 days

after enactment of this Act.
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
