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c. The overall purpose of this entire site appeared
repeatedly to be of a "purely scientific" nature. There was
a feeling that the machine, itself, was not the central theme
or subject of the paper, but was instead a purely scientific
topic. It seemed more that the (actualization?) of the theme
of the paper was strongly dependent on the machine (for
proof, testing. . . whatever). The specific field of
science/technology was not identified, but the machine,
itself, gave the impressions of "encompassing”, "making
easier", and "improvement”.

d. There were stage 6 perceptions of "lines” of energy
and speed which "had a very slick feel” to them. Tlie ^lines”
seemed to carry energy both into and out of the machine.
They were situated upward and outward from the machine, and
seemed to ”move” or "dance* back and forth, rather than being
in stable places (see sketch, page 12).
