Since ARI has managed

past and current efforts at the NRC to evaluate programs relating

to behavioral science, ARI is the natural executive Agency to

manage NRC in it's performance of this review. In addition, the

urgency of congress' request makes it impossible for cia to

establish an independent relationship with NRC and still meet the

Congressional deadlines.
