This letter is to inform you of the current status of our progress on disposition of equipment
under subject contract and to request further guidance based on additional information. SAIC has
contacted and setup an appointment with the moving company that Ms, Barbara Stephens,
DCMAQ, had recommended. We understand that they will provide a written quote to DCMAO
on the cost of packaging/crating and shipping the equipment to the Government facility. This
quote should be provided by the end of the first week in February, SAIC will be required to have
one individual at the site while the equipment is packed. The moving company will provide an
estimate as to the time required and SAIC will provide to you an estimate for the required time,
The moving company did not anticipate a problem with delivery of the equipment to the
Government facility by the end of February.

Abandon in place or transfer, when possible, the site use license to the Government. SATC would
require reimbursement for the time it would require to contact each vendor to transfer each
license. We will provide an estimate for this service if requested.
