There are huge number of papers on relations between Jinluo system and psi functons
published in China singe 1979. Some reported the ESP message’s propagating speed along the

From the source, the rescarch center headed by Professor Zhu signed a collaborate
agreement with the Institute of Cytological Biophysics, Soviet Academy of Science, o funch a
series of morphologica) and biochemical experiments on Jinluo. The Soviet scientists would
investigate the special structure of the channels by optical and electron microscopes, as well as to
measure the lines objectively by biochemical (enzviiic) methods.
