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SOME DEMONSTRATIONS ON EXTRAOCULAR IMAGE IN CHINA

FORENORD

- Accompanied by ny wife, 1 undertook a lecture tour on recent developments

- in phys1cs through three universities in the People 5 Repub]ic of China from

‘September 1980 through February 1981. Totally unrelated to my lectures or past

‘kind of interest was apparently stimulated by the first report in Sichuan Daily

on March 11, 1975 about a twelve-year old boy being able to recognize a written
wofd by his ear. In late i980 and»eariy 1981 when we were there, both the in-
terest and:activity in extraocular image had a]ready'grown to large proportions
on a nationwide scale (Ref.1). It was in this general atmosphere that our
friends and former colleagues had urged us to be either‘spectators_or referees

for a few informal extraocular demonstrations. .I will narrate our experiences

on extraocular image; two in Hefei in central China and one jn Peking.

The First Demonstration

This occurrence fook place on November 24, 1980 in Hefei. After dinner,
Yin Ke- -neng /f Jﬁgé (Lecturer in the Department of Radio Engineering), hic wife,
and son came to see us at our hotel w1th Zhu Jin -Kang gé;\jg) (A lecturer in
the same departmnnt), his wife, and their nine-year old son, Zhu Ji gg;gz) Mr;
Yln was one of the persons respons1b1e for setting up my 1ectures at the Uni-
vers1ty of Science and Techno]ogv of China. Mr. Zhu told me and Yin that on1y
a short while carlier he felt that somehow his son had the facu]ty of Extraocular
Image (henceforuh abbvevxated as EOQI--my own notation). He thought that we may
find'it fun to give his son.a,tny. My wife was W1111ng to take him up on the
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offer and wrote with a ball-point pen out of everybody's sight, the Chinese
word (l] ) meaning “sun" on a piece of papcr which was folded into a-small
opaque pad enclo: ing the word. The boy traced the sample with his fingers
(Picture 1) and spoke out only part of the word at first and the complete word
correctly at the end. My wife tried two other Chinese words in succession,
| (.rJ and Qﬁ;), meaning "level" (as in water level) and "sky". The boy was able
to name the woird corxect]y each tlme although somewhat haltingly. When asked
how he felt in tracing the word, he descr1bed that there was a tingling
sensatlon in his fingers when they were right on the line.

Zhu Ji's performance surprised us very much because this was our first
experience in seeing it done, even though Mr. Zhu apologized for his son's
inexperience. | '

The Second Demonstration

Tﬁe second demonstration took place on November 30, 1980 in a class
room at the University of Science and Technology. Knowing about my interest
in €01 from Zhu Ji's demonstration, Mr. Jia Zhi-bin ( ﬁ{)(?roctor of the
Hefei Associated University) organized a group demonstrat1on and invited
four ch11dren from the local Liuan (,\7TJ E]ementary School. The children

were Wang Wei-hua (fle) (girl, age 11, 5th grade), Liang Shu-jing (quF(’j
(gir1, age 10, 3rd grade), Xu Xiang ( *i]}) (girl, age 9, 4th grade), and
Duan Lian-yong U(\g“ﬁ (boy, age 9, 3rd grade). They were known to have

some faculty of EOI to varying degrees. Mr. Jia had his aides prepare over
- one hundred samp1es, each conswsting of a piece of paper, on which either a
Ch1nese word or an- Eng]1sh letter was written in color (red, blue, or b1ack)
Each sample paper was folded many times 1nto a sma11 pad, either sea1ed at
the folding edge with a touch of glue or completely sealed. In any case, the

writing inswde each sample was not visitle to the eye.
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Mr. Jia opened the meeting with the four children sitting in chairs
directly facing the front row and with an audience of some sixty University
students and many e]ementrary school (associated with the University) stu-
dents Mr. Jia asked. me to be the chief referee Nlth my wife and one other -
friend as ass1stant referees an s1tting in the front row directly facing
the demonstrators We saw an usher carrying a big plate of randomly placed

samples to the demonstrators and Tet each of them take a sample at will.

Each demonstrator put the p1cked sample between his or her pa]ms. In less

than a minute or “two the three girls 1nd1cated that they a]ready got their

answers, Mr. Jia announced to them that each of them should write on the

sample envelope the name and the EOI result (i.e., the word and its color
they "saw"). These unopened samples were handed over to me and 1 then let
them be opened one-by-one in front of us (three referees) and have the

contents be compared between the inside and the outside. I then announced

" that Wang Wei-hua got the red colored word ( ) mean1ng "male" correctly

for both the Chinese character and its color. Liang Shu-jing got correctly
the red-colored word (}‘J) pronounced as “Zhou" (best known as the Zhoe or
Chou Dynasty 1n Chinese history). Similarly, Xu Xiang got the word (‘1,)
meaning "see" equally correct]y But the boy, Duan Lian-yong, was not able
to get any answer, ‘and the poor boy sobbed for hlS failure. |

As we were to go on with more demonstrations by the four subjects, on g'
different samples, there arose in the audience an uproar among the elementary -
school students. We: heard them calling out aloud why couldn t they join the
the demonstration; even though many of them would be trying out for the first

time. Mr. Jia and I agreed»to let them have a try-out but 1imit the number of
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volunteers to five. Their names were Tan Qing'Jiu fﬁ%?é}bo (girl, 5th grade),
Liu Shu- 11ng (% ,ﬁij;>)(girl 5th grade), Liu Chun-yan (;tL)i;uc Y(girl, age 10,
5th grade), Liu Jun (,Aj)ﬂ )(girl age 5- 1/2). Liu Zhong-jian (5(]’?1‘\)(age 12,

5th grade).
The results of the second vound of EOI demonstrat1on are the following.

Amonglthe original 1nvited demonstrators Wang Wel-hua got the red-colored

" word (J“') meaning "broad" correct]y (she had_the sample crumbled in her hand),

Liang Shu-jing got the word (7)) (oftentimes meaning "public") correctly.

Xu Xjang got ﬁorrectly the black-colored word (ia ) meaning "moon". These

were their second round of successes. Among the néw volunteers. Tang Qing-Jiu

first had the right answer for the letter "F“ and afterwards also for the letter

"G". Liu Shu J1ng was right wwth the answer, the letter “M" Liu Chun-yan was

the first and only one to use her ear in recogniz1ng the Chinese word ij )

meaning "strength" Liu Zhong-31an was right about the Chinese blue- co]ored word
(ﬁ? ) commonly used as a preposition. Finally, the 5- -1/2 year-old girl, Liu Jun
(younger sister of Liu Chun-yan) was right about the Chinese word (_F ) meaning
"up". One must say that the volunteers did as well as the veterans, because

there was not a single failure among all the participants. <,

1 was lucky to have Mr. Jia's permission for the referees to hold a
short private session with-the invited demonstrators. I asked the girls in
what ménner'the extrasensory image came to them. The girls did not describe
7 their'impressidns in exactly the same language, but they did agree on certain
things which we‘]l‘temporarily regard'as the common ground. ﬂSuppose the
subject receives a sample between her palms; she needs a gqod~éoncentration—
of mind. After a little while (a minute or so), she may feel a slight warmth

in the ﬁands or a certain tingling sensation. There seems to be something 1like
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a sensation on the move or a current going up from the hand(s) to the head
(or the brain). An image begins to form in the ;mind's eyeﬁ. It appears
first as a small colored hlur and then gradually expands or enlarges into a.
larger and a much‘clearer'co1ored jmage in focus. Finally, the subject

"reads” out what she "sees".

The Third Demonstration ‘ .

.' The demonstratlon occurred on February 6, 1981 On an impromptu
v1sit of ours to the home of my former student, Yang Long- sheng (f?/ft}fﬂ,
who 1; now a Senior Scientist at the Institute of Electronics, we bumped

into a gathering of Yang's family of six (three generations) and two young

sisters from the neighborhood. Yang suggested that, since the two sisters -

were known to‘belgood subjects of EOI, it wou1d be a nice oceasionAfor us
to w1tness at least the performance of the younger sister who recently won
the first prize in a demonstration at the Institute of Physics. We were,
of course, delighted with this opportunity and immediately welcomed the
ten-year old student named Yu Po béxﬁ* )} to proceed. We had, however. to
pay the price of being the pr1nc1pa1 monitors of the performance.

In the first test, my wife went to a writing desk at the far end

~ of the room, wrote something on a single sheet of paper which was then wrapped,

and came back with a sample in a hollow wax ball roughly 3/4" in diameter

~ (the ball consisting of two hollow hemispheres which couId be closed,

” usually used as a contalner for medicine pills, available in Chinese house-

holds). Except for herself, nobody e1se knew what my wife actually put
into the ba]] The ball was placed 1nto the hand of Yu Po, who quickly
held the ball by both hands behind her back (Picture 2). In about one-half

minute, Yu Po called out that she "saw" the red-colored Chinese word (i );

~In the second test, my w1fe repeated her secret mission and came .
back with a p]astic box of roughly 1/2" X 1/2“°x;2". 'Yu.Po put it in her

hands beh1nd her back and in about one-half minute announced correctly

‘the b1ue co]ored Chinese word ng‘). one of {ts many meanings is "separate”.

At th1s auncture. Dr. Lu Bao-wel (é?ﬂ$* , who is my former student

~and s now the Dtrector of the Institute of Electronics, joined our company

and was about to take us to his house for dinner. Seeing what was going on,
Lu volunteered to make a sample known only to himself, and came back with
h1; own wax ball. Yu Po handled Lu's sample in the same manner and announced
in the usua\ time that “the word 1nside the ball was the red-coTored Chinese
word (I%’) meaning “centra\“, which was the correct answer. This amounted
to a third test which was equally successful (Picture 3, with Yu Po trium-
phant]y holding the sample taken out from the container after the test). |
At the end of these tests, I requested the host to allow me to ask
Yu Po a few questions. Yu Po acknow1edged that her older sister (age 15)
by the name Yu Yan LA>& ) cou1d do pretty much the same thing She then
proceeded to describe her 1mpress1ons about th1s kind -of EOI with frequent
nodding of agreement by Yu Yan (Picture 4). |
Yu Po's descrlpt1on of her sensation contained details which were in
some ways quite different from those of the Hefei subaects, but the princi-
pal conclusions appeared to be in gross agreement She did not feel any
warmth or tingling feeling in her hands when she received the sample. (1t

might be noted that Yu Po had thick containers enc1osing the paper-wrapped
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samples in addition to samples in thin- paper wrappings. ‘as in Heifei's case. {
But, she first veaw® 12 different colored spots, only one of which bright-

ened up while the others were vanishing. The colored bright spots appeared’
to be flashes swept from the right side of her head to the left (her sister

Yu Yan, nodded her assent), making flashes of dots or strokes somewhat dis-

' order]y. Finaiiy, the whoie 1mage of the coiored writing appeared clearly.

'DISCUSSION
There are some major questions that can be asked of the type of EOI

demonstrations regresented above We will try to discuss them in the fol-. .
| iow_vg order. | ' |
1) 1s the EO0I phenomenon real in nature? It would be a rea1 phenome-
non in a given act or demonstration if no fraud is involved in the whole
process. TJo prove that the EOI phenomenon ° is indeed real, we insist that

only one ‘single repeatable "honest-to- goodness" case is needed for the

establishment of the objective reality, even Af many of other EOI demonstrations

can be proved to be fraudulent That one single case, however, ~must be proved

to be rigorously and completely free from any kind of fraud(s) This kind

of proof is admittedly very hard to come by but must be achieved beyond any

reasonable trace of doubt.

To illustrate the point, 1 would like to take up the case of the Third
Demonstration nhere my wife did two EOI experiments with the subject Yu Po,
involving a coiored Chinese word written in51de a paper pad which was itself .
contained in a wax ball and the other involving a similar situation with a plas-
tic box. A fraud may have been committed as a result of certain special acts

among three persons: 'Yu Po, my wife, and a third person, X. Case (1):
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Yu Po may be a "psychic"* who could read my wife's mind or thévsample
directly. or she may be a'magfcian who could p1a} trfcks with the sample.
However, Yu Po is only a ten-year old student, not known by'the'Yang family,
who arevclosé ne1ghpors, to be either a psychic or magician. The host,
Yang, being my former studént and having had a close relat1onship with

me for many decadés, would not knowing]y'subjéct me to seeing an act of

decepiﬁon:without telling me the truth. Case (ii): An act of collusion

" between Yu Po and my wife was 06v1ous1y out of the question. Case (11&):

The person X could be a psychic, magicién. or an ordinary person. First,

if X were a psychic, that person might be able to read my wife's mind and

then transfer the information content to Yu Po by some act.. But Yu Po showed

not the s1ightest'inditation that she was being inf]uenced by anybody, certgin1y
not within one-half minute's time, when she gave the right answer. Secondly, |
if X were a magician, the person needed to play tricks with my wife's privately
prepared sample and then from a distant point transfer the real sample to Yu Pd

and/or play another trick to reveal the information to her. There was no evi-

~dence that these complicated mag1c1an s acts were performed, and the required -

time for 1t was rather too short. Th1rd1y. if X were an ordinary person, such a

"person was not at any time or place close enough to my wife (to the best of her

knowledge) to spy on her information and then somehow signal the information to

Yu Po. There'was no indication that a person (or persons) performed such a

delicate spy ahq delivery job for either onec of the two experiments. Again,

Having gone over al\ the imagined possib111t1es of fraud on a spe-
cific EOI demonstration we witnessed, we found none of the suspicions

well fouhded. I am left with no better alternative than to“e§§gm3m§heM )

observed phenomena was indeed real.

—

In a broad sense._l have no reason at all to suppose any of the three

demonstrat1ons we cye-witnessed was 1n any way fraudulent. In the same vein.

we heard that v1rtua11y hundreds of demonstrat1ons or experiments on EOI
involving young children have been conducted all over China during the past
two years and, in general, the results were about the same as ours. If most,
1f‘not all, of these acts are‘fradulent " then one would have to assume that
multitudes of Chinese people all freely joined in a widespread act of con-
: Spiracy and deception. Such an assumption would be utter]y unthinkable.

| During this writing it came to my attention that the Russians had some-
what earlier reported the “Dermo- -Optical Perception” effect, which in many ways |
paralleled -the present description of the EOI phenomenon (Ref 2).

Assuming that

g0l is a real _phenomenon’, | the flrst question 15 whether the phenomenon can be

explained in terms of known physical forces. The answer has to be a negative

“one at the present stage of know\edge Ltet us examine, however. what these

known physical forces can do. There are only four known physical forces

the strong force of nuclear origin, the familiar e]ectromagnetg; force, the

weak force of the elementary particle origin (or of the nuclear radioactiive

ggggx),wand the,grav1tat1onm£o[ge‘wh1ch {s ubiquitously present between any

two masses. The only force that can be applied to human bodies is the electro-
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gnetic force The other three forces apparently have no particular relevance.

Human bodies are known to radiate and absorb radiations at microwave and

infrared frequencies but they also absorb x-tay, y-ray and even cosmic rays.-
Similarly, words written in color can emit and absorb radiation from very low
frequencies through microwave and millimeter waves, infrared, and visible (per-

haps even inc1uding'u1t}avio1et to x-rays and beyond). But, such radiations are

usually extremely weak and can be partially or wholly blocked by certain inter-
vening materials. Hypothetically speaking (overlooking the extraordinarily

small intensities at the moment) when such a radiation enters the human body at '

a crucial spot known to the Chinese as (cﬁ:'1j:),M§ghfasgpuncture point*, and

through the skin to the nerve endings at the location, electric jmpulses could

be generated and travel through nerve fibers to the cerebrum of the brain. There

e 2

the 1g£prmatwon content carried by the impulses could be processed by the human

brain "computer" whose immense function, intellect, and maneuverability exceed,

except for the speed, those of the present man-made computers by large orders

of magnitude. The net result for EOI ffom the cerebrum "computer"gwquld then

lar to what appears on a televxs1on screen.

-The above description based upon the'presumed action of an electro-
magnetic force gives a very simplistic and tota11y_inadequate mechanism, both
qua]itatively and quantitatively, of how an EQI phenomenon might work in a human.

, bbdy This 1nadequacy nay be in part due to our lack of understanding of the
implied super high sens1t1vity toward EOI by chl]dren (particularly the girls)
around the age of ten and some mysterious power of interaction, realizable in

a human system, with an extraordinarily weak signal.
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If we accept the EOI phénomenon as real and a rational explanation

by way of known physical forces 1s wanting. thgrscientific world spou1dmexplore

.a new frontier of know]edge 1n the biophysical domain. such as a modern inter-
