Tor nany years, any attempt to study telepathic phenomcna was de-
nounced in the Soviet Union as mysticlism and jdealism. From 1922 to 1939,
however, this attitude gradually changed. Official recognition of para=

throuph hypnotic telepathy have surely occurrcd to the Soviets. The bulk
of recent telepathy rescarch in the USSR has been concerncd with the
transmisslon of cmotional or bechavieral {mpulses and the study of physio-
logical responses to PK cxorcises, ete. In thelr cxploration of tulepathy,
thev are seccking the evenual capabllity to reproduce and to amplify the
phenomena so that control is feasible. Control ond manipulation of the
human consciousness must be considered a primary goal.

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According to both Soviet and Czech researchers, one major advantage
of studying psychotronic generators is the reproducibility of their cf-
fects: in addition, they can be activated by nearly anyonc, with or with=-
out any special psychic abiliticg. The devices may have other practical
applicitions not related to parapsychology. The Czcchs clain thot irra-
diation of sceds with the cnergy cnhances plant growth, and that {ndustrial
pollutants have been precipitated out of water by fts action (Fipure 7).
These clalms may be open to qucstion, since in 1972, Zdenck Rejdak, head
of the Psychotronic Research Section of the Czechoslovakian Socicty for
Science and Technology, tcrvied the experiments wi.h plants and water
"ineffective."

A recent newspaper arctcle,38 quoting Pavlita, reported that his
generators could serve as weapons; no further details were given. No
{nformation is avallable on Gzech efforts to develop psychotronic weapons,
but Pavlita has stated that some forms of his devices can cxert both
favorable and unfavorable cffects on living organisms, including man. In
experiﬁcnts with snails cxposed to the cnergy from a generator, a state
similar to hibernation resulted. When flies were placed in the gap of a
cilrcular generator (figure 6) they died {nstantly. In another test,
Pavlita aimed a generator at his daughter's hecad from a distance of
several yards. Her electroenccphalogran {FEG) changed, she becamc dizzy,
and her equilibrium was disrupted.

In their present forw and slize, Pavliza's devices could probably
exert an cffect on humans at only relativeir s. yvt range. It is possible
that their size could be enlarped or their energy amplificd, thercby ex-
tending their range. If the Czech claims for these devices are valld,
biolopical energy might be an effective antipersonnel weapon. It would
be difficult to defend apainst, since it apparently pcnetrates most common
forms of insulation and its reported effects (changes in brain vave char-
acteristics disturbance of equilibrium, dizziness) could result in

personality changes or physical discomfort which might alter combat
effectivenes.

Soviet or Czech perfection of psychotronic weapons would posc a
severe threat to encmy millitary, embassy, or security functions. The
eoitted cnerpy would be silent and difficult to detecct clectrontcally
(althouph the Sovicts claim to have develnped effective biolopical cenergy
sensors) and the only power source rrquired would be the human opérator.

CONCLUSIONS

Soviet and Czechoslovakian researchers have accepted the reality of
paranormal, events and are primarily concerned with the formulation of a
unificd theory . to describe the basic cnergy transformations involved.

The Sovict emphasis on the electrostatic and electromagnetic componerts
of the cnergy may play an lmportant role in the final determination of
the nature of psychical phenomena. This emphasis on enerzetics or irter-
action cffects has lcad to the concept that man must be invcstigated as a
cocplete,, integrared unit.

Soviet and Czech psychotronic rescarch will eventually be applicd to
human problems. As this occurs, the question will arise whether this
knowledge and the equipment developed will be used for the enhancemert of
human freedom and sociczl development, or for regimentation and cnslovement.
Peychotronics could conceivably play a role in contributing to the survival
of the human spccics, by emphasizing the interconnections between all living
beings, it should help to reduce human agaressive tendencies. By the same
token, {t could also be applied to increcase such aggressive tendencics and

ft has poverful potential for use as an effective weapon against groups of
men and key lecaders,

The Czechs claim that a direct transfer of biological energy from
healthy to diseased or injured muscle is not only possible, but proven.
The Sovicts do not restrict the p0551bility of such enerpy transfer to any
one physiological system, but state that biolopical enerpgy transfer can be
utilized'to relicve human functional disorders of the nervous system, the
internal organs, and the mind. 1In all cascs, such medical applications of
blological cncrgy transfor are officially described as having beneficial
results, but this may not nccessarily be true. By analopy, conventional
medical technlques can be benefictal, but when misapplied, can cause
serious damage, or even death. By the same token, there can also be

"psychic" malpractice, although the Soviets and Czechs are not likely to
public{ze this fact.

Both Czech and US rescarchers have described Robert Paviita's werk
vith psychotronic generaters as possibly the most {mportant contemporary
dcvclopn”nt in the ficld of parapsychology and as a major contribution to
the decpcr'undcr,tanding. mastery, and utilizaction of biologpical encrpy
for human advantape. Just as in the cxanple of direct transicr of bin~-
logical energy for mcdical purposcs, the use of such devices is not
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
