a distance of {200 niles, with the aid of an ultra-short-vavd

(WIF) radlo transoitter. As 8 result, Doctor Vasilev was coavinced
that his experiz=ants, and those he conducted jotntly with the

Mogcou-bascd Sckhterev Brain lastitute, offercd scientifiec proof
of telcpathic coapunlcations. His next goal was to identify

the nature of brain energy that produces it (59).
